Peer Support 
Peer Support commenced last week. The 
whole school participates in Peer Support 
every Friday afternoon this term. Two Year 
6 Peer leaders facilitate a small group of 
10 students from Kindergarten to Year 5, 
who work together through a number of 
structured activities. We are working on a 
module called Promoting Harmony 
helping us define individual and 
community values, build relationships and 
improve decision making. The first session 
enabled everyone to get to know each 
other, think about what is a value and 
something they value in themselves. This 
week the children will look at the notion 
that what they choose to spend their time 
on reflects the values they have. The 
activities will assist them in identifying 
ways they care for themselves and others, 
developing their understanding that you 
are caring when you notice the feelings 
and needs of yourself and others. We 
recommend that you talk to your children 
about Peer Support each week as it will 
help reinforce the concepts learned in 
each session. During this week encourage 
your child to demonstrate they are caring 
by doing something helpful or displaying 
kindness around the home.

World Teacher’s Day is a time to recognise 
the hard work teachers do every day.  
Next Friday—say thank you to a teacher 
for the impact they have on student’s 
lives. It would be a great opportunity to 
write them a card in appreciation of their 
efforts.
